Recycling Update 
No More Blue Bags - Or Any Bags 
    A significant change has recently gone 
into effect for Pasco County’s Curbside 
Recycling Program. As of October 1st, 
recyclables will only be accepted if loose 
in a properly tagged container. No bags 
of any kind will be accepted. Bags create 
problems for our Recycling Processor, 
and they become contamination in the 

recycling stream.  

    But, recycling using your own         
container has never been easier!        
Purchase your own or use an existing 
container. You can use a bin, a can, or a 
cart. Call your trash hauler or the       
Recycling Department for a recycling 
sticker. Put everything loose in the same 
recycling container. Don’t separate or 
bag items. Place your recycling at the 
curb the night before your recycling pick 

up day.  

    Got Tires? The Utilities Branch and 
Keep Pasco Beautiful, an 
environmental nonprofit, 
are partnering to      
promote proper tire  
disposal. To that end, 
Sunday, September 20th, 
2015 is a BOGO (Bring 
One; Get one) event at 
t he  Wes t  P a sco        
Resource Recovery    
Facility at 14606 Hays 
Road in Springhill from 
7a.m. until 11a.m. For 
each tire a county     
resident pays to dispose of, Keep Pasco 
Beautiful will pay for a second tire, up 
to 10 tires per vehicle in total. This  
exciting pilot collection event is         
designed to keep tires from becoming

    Your recycling has a life far      
beyond your curbside recycling 
pickup. Once it leaves the container, 
your plastic bottle or aluminum can 
goes into a complex system of    
s o r t i n g ,  p a c k a g i n g ,  a n d                    
remanufacturing before it becomes 

something new.  

    The recycling industry is driven 
by both emerging technologies and 
manufacturing markets. New optical 
sorters can tell the difference     
between high and low grades of 
plastic. Magnets pull out some   

metals, while other machines 
make short work of glass  bottles 
and jars. At the end of the    
sorting process, huge balers 
squish together giant  cubes of 
sorted recyclables. These cubes 
are then sold to remanufactures 
to make new goods. All this 
takes less energy than creating an 
item from scratch and minimizes 

the use of natural  resources. 

     It is important to remember 
the business side of recycling. 
The industry of recycling doesn’t
