INSTRUCTIONS FOR
AMENDING
A PASCO COUNTY
BINGO LICENSE APPLICATION

It is strongly suggested that any organization that has a Pasco County Bingo
License keep a copy of the most current application. It should also have blank
applications on hand in the event of changes as to officers, bank account, days
bingo is played, etc. The bingo application consists of seven (7) pages.

Whenever changes occur from the information on the most current application
on file, an amended application MUST be submitted to the Pasco County
Building Inspection Department or the Pasco County Sheriff's Office. There is no
fee charged to make an amended application as long as it is done before the
current bingo license expires. However, it must also be stressed that it MUST be
done immediately upon a change occurring, for it is a violation to have
information on file that is incorrect.

On every change, #6 (on page 2) MUST indicate the name of the organization
for identification purposes. You do not have to fill in all the blanks, ONLY the

name of the organization (#6) and the changes. Do not use “nick-names”. If

your name is Donald, do not use Don. Use a middle initial if you have one.

In the event that the new person named is also to be one of at least two of the
check-signers, then that person must also put his information on page 6, #13. If
the new person is also a “Principal Officer” on page 7, that person must also fill in
#1 or #2 on that page and have the signature notarized (also on page 7).
